Tarig Usmani and Kashif Usmani were co-founders
of the Henley group of companies in 1999. Under
their leadership, the group was steered successfully
through the fierce economic downturn of 2008 to
2013 and garnered 53 industry awards for excellence
of design, planning and regeneration. Their strategic
thinking and commercial approach helped the
business grow exponentially: in 2018, Henley placed
at no 38 in the Sunday Times' 100 Fastest Growing
Companies. Kashif was responsible for construction
delivery and also managed the vertical businesses
in the group: a lightweight steel framing facility

in the Northeast of England, a joinery factory in
Bedfordshire, and a scaffolding business.

In 2011, the brothers were co-founders of the

Better Community Business Network, a grant-
giving charity which also acts as a networking
forum for government, business professionals

and charities. BCBN has raised over £1.3M in funds
for UK community causes, and they both remain
active Trustees. Tariq is also Chair of the Feltham
Community Chaplaincy Trust (a registered charity
working out of Feltham Young Offenders’ Institution
providing mentoring and support towards reducing
re-offending rates), and Vice-Chair of West London
Islamic Centre, Ealing. Tarig was awarded an MBE
in the 2017 New Year's Honours list for his services in
community cohesion.

Following the restructure of the Henley Group, Lock
Terrace Ltd was founded in 2023 as a company to take
forward live projects. The focus remains mixed-use
residential, construction and hotel development.
